Over Christmas 1991 Christ For
Children International was incorporated. CFCI
is dedicated to providing hope for these children
following the holistic example of Jesus who min-
istered to the body, soul, and mind.

Summer 1992 - Six recent graduates of Wheaton College at-
tended two months tralning in Mexico City and then began a
twelve month commitment four hundred miles north of there
inFresnillo. Adream took on arms and legs, but more impor-
tantly — hearts and voices to tell these forgotten litle ones
that Someone cares for them now and etemally.

Spring 1893 - Each week over 230 kids attend one of our three
Bibte Clubs, 125+ youth participate in the Jévenes Groups,
30 adults come together for weekly Bible Studies and 350+
kids are fed each Saturday in the weekly lunch program. Our
primary goal remains Evangelism and Discipleship but within
the context of holistic care. Qur original vision focused on
children and youth but God led us to open our hearts and
doors to whole families who now gather for worship each
Sunday. Our once little church now has 60-70 "neighbors”
joining the team in worship each Sunday.

PLEASE PraY - Jesus commands us to ask His
Father, the Lord of the Harvest, for more work-
ers. Our greatest single need is for qualified, dedi-
cated workers who are willing to serve the Lord
by helping to raise up mature disciples in Mexico.
Pray, too, that a mature body of disciples will be
raised up from our Mexican church and that they
will model the life-changing love of Jesus to their
family and friends.
